Parent/Child Ages 6 months - 3 years  
Parents and babies can enjoy the water together. Mom and/or Dad 
will receive safety tips, skill progression techniques, and games to 
enhance baby's introduction to the water. Waterproof diapers are 
required and are sold at the pool.  
 

Learn to Swim: Preschool Ages 3 - 6 years  

Tots  
Little or no previous water experience. Must be at least 3 years old 
to register. 

Advanced Tots  
Students should be comfortable in the water, including submerging. 
Can do 5 bobs, prone and back float with assistance. Prereq: Tots 

Flippers  
Must be able to glide in the streamline position from the wall for 5 
feet and independent back-float for 5 seconds. Prereq: Adv. Tots 

Advanced Flippers  
Students must be able to swim 10 yards unaided on front, inde-
pendent side glide with rhythmic breathing, and be comfortable 
floating on back. Prerequisite: Flippers 
 

Swim Instruction:  Ages 7 years & Up  
Starfish - Introduction to Water Skills  

Limited water experience.  Students will learn to enter and exit the 
water unassisted, move for 5 yards, bob 5 times to chin level, float 
in front with support, roll to back (with assistance) and float on the 
back with support for 3 seconds. 

Catfish - Fundamental Aquatic Skills  
Students will learn to step from chest-deep water, front to back 
floating, push off and swim using a combination of arm and leg ac-
tions for 15 feet on the front and 15 feet on the back. 
Prerequisite:  Advanced Flippers or Starfish 

Sharks - Stroke Development  
Students will be able to jump into-chest deep water from the side, 
swim front crawl 15 yards with face in the water and rhythmic 
breathing pattern (to front or side), maintain position by treading or 
floating for 30 seconds and swim back crawl for 15  yards. 
Prerequisite:  Catfish 

Dolphins - Pre Swim Team - Stroke Improvement  
Must be able to swim 25 yards front crawl with alternating side 
breathing, 20 yards elementary backstroke. 
Prerequisite: Sharks or Instructor Approval 

Private Lessons 
Private swim lessons are designed for 1:1 instructor to student ratio. The age range for this course spans from age 3 to adult.
